Moses believed what many do: “If you want something done right, 
you had better do it yourself.”   
 
Jethro, Moses’ father-in-law and a priest of Midian and owner of a 
large sheep flock himself, knew something about management.  He 
observed and let his son-in-law know that his leadership style was 
not working…. Or at least wasn’t going to work long-term. 
 
He recommended a strategy, an organizational framework for com-
munity.
